Oopperan Pyymosa on eristdytynyt kylayhteiso
jostakin  1900-luvun alkupuolella. Kyldldiset
ovat tuskastuneet yksitoikkoisiin arki-
rutiineihinsa, ja he pelkédédvit vanhenemista. He
uskovat, ettd aika on syyllinen heidin
ongelmiinsa, ja he haluavat kuin yksissd tuumin
vapautua heitd kahlitsevasta ajasta. Mutta kun
Harhailija tarjoaa kylildisille todellisen
mahdollisuuden ajan pysédyttdmiseen, -alkaa
yksimielisyys rakoilla.

A story of a hamlet that was released

Pyymosa, as it appears in the opera, is a
withdrawn community some time in the first half
of the twentieth century. The residents have
grown tired of their everyday routine, and they
are afraid of aging. They believe that time is to
blame for their problems, and they want by
common consent to get released from the time
shackling them. But when Wanderer offers them
a real possibility to stop the time, their unity
begins to split. As long as it was a matter of
mere play of fancy, even the sceptics agreed
with the others. But facing the reality made them
to consider the possible consequences. The
decision finally made could perhaps be called
democratic: majority opinion overcomes
minority opinion. This is how democracy is
generally understood. But in the worst case this
kind of democracy may mean actual terror of
majority: a majority — sometimes a majority on
very artificial grounds — jams its will through
without listening to anybody.

Wanderer

The main character in the Odyssey is an
adventurer, who beats all his enemies by lying,
cheating, betraying. Although later literature
(e.g. Virgil and Dante) often has tried to tarnish
the heroic aureole of Odysseus, the similar kind
of deceitful hero is still favoured by the
entertainment industry. Dante put Odysseus in
the Eight Circle of  Hell suffering his
punishment for his life as a betrayer. This
Odysseus, portrayed by Dante, is the Wanderer
that unexpectedly comes to Pyymosa and
disturbs the balance of the hamlet.

Ulriika, Terhi and Villehad
- an Odyssey in time

Three of the hamlet people — a woman, a man
and a young girl — keep opposing the majority
and stopping of time. They are let go (or turned
out). For them time does not stop, but, instead
they fall outside all time. The path they start
going along takes them at times thousands of
years back, at other times to the future. The fact
that what they see in the past and in the future is
full of war and destruction is at least in part
caused by the fact that when the work was in
preparation there was once again a war going
that was justified with good and pretty reasons.
Ulriika, Terhi and Villehad make their journey
like external observers. When they speak to
people of the past they are, it is true, formally
answered, but these answers are not of any use
for them. After the fourth scene they do not even
try to talk to anyone except to each other.

Parlance and speech

The Finnish text of the opera is for the most part
in standard language. An exception is made by
the Bogies in the fourth scene and Terhi, who
speak colloquial language. The Wanderer has his
own manner of speaking: his first lines are a
quotation from Dante’s Divine Comedy (in
Finnish in translation by Eino Leino, in English
by H. W. Longfellow) and also later he speaks
almost exclusively in Dantean hendecasyllabic
lines. The only exceptions of this are the
Shakespeare quotation in the 7th scene and the
short lines in the last scene caused by complete
confusion. The changes in Wanderer’s self-
confidence are depicted besides in music also by
textual means. When his self-confidence grows
his lines begin to form Dantean terzine, and
when it still increases these strophes become
rhymed. When Wanderer finds himself fully
superior he deliberately avoids possible rhyme:

The majority’s will shall be my guidance:

the flow of time I shall bring to a standstill.

For my reward this sword in my hand rises.
(heightens)

In the scenes of the past texts written according
to classical literary works are sung. In the third
scene a choir of crusaders sings three stanzas
from Torquato Tasso’s Jerusalem Delivered, in
non-metrical adaptation. In the seventh scene
women’s choir and Hecuba sing adapted
excerpts from Goethe’s Faust and Euripides’
Trojan Women. The text for Ningal and choir in
the ninth scene is based on the four millennia old
Lament for Ur. The Prophet’s voice heard in the
background comes from the King James’ Bible.

Synopsis

1st scene — Pyymosa

The people of Pyymosa complain about their
monotonous life tied up with time, and about
ageing, which also is due to time. Wanderer
comes. Even though the Pyymosa people at first
find the stranger somehow threatening they
nevertheless go on complaining to him, too.
Wanderer offers his services to stop the time in
the hamlet, if he in return gets the most precious
treasure of the hamlet. The majority of residents
does not find any sacrifice too big, if through it
the chains of time may be cut. Villehad and
Ulriika oppose the thought referring to the
shaking of natural order. They try to talk sense
to the others, and to put forth"what would ensue
from stopping time. Only Terhi believes them,
but the majority suppresses their voices.

The villagers give their most precious treasure, a
sword with golden handle, to Wanderer. He
offers the dissidents the possibility to flee before
he stops time. Because the time they are
connected with will stop, they will fall outside
all time. Villehad, Ulriika and Terhi start going
away.

Wanderer casts a powerful spell and time in
Pyymosa stops. At the same time all motion
stops - even people’s breathing. Without time
there is no life.

2nd scene — The Philosophers

Villehad, Ulriika and Terhi watch horrified from
further away. They dispute fierily about if they
should try to save their fellow villagers. Going
forth they are overtaken by an unreal state. They
no more know if they are moving in time or in
space. When they draw apart they become aware
of being in different time with each other, so that
their conversation gets illogical. They decide to
keep together and to try to restore the course of
time in Pyymosa.

They notice that travelling to some direction
they go towards the past. Moving to another
direction they land further and further into the
future. They set off towards yesterday.

Their conversation about time makes some
philosophers to break in. None of these,
however, is able to solve the travellers’ problem;
they just keep repeating, like a mantra, some of
their former statements on time.

3rd scene — Jerusalem

After some travelling they meet an army. The
soldiers are crusaders on the way to liberate
Jerusalem. Also Wanderer is there, as the leader.
The travellers problem is of no interest to the
crusaders. They are only interested in the war
and all that comes with it. Disappointed at the
past, the travellers head for tomorrow.

4th scene — The Bogies

On their way they see from far some hunters, but
they do not believe that those plain people could
help them. In the midst of their journey they stop
for a while to play with five bogies. Travelling
on they meet several sounds of future, but no
person who could help them.

Sth scene — The Explosion

The sounds end with an ominous silence, which
is cut by a nuclear explosion. Wanderer is seen
using the releasing mechanism. All life is
destroyed — with the exception of rats. Their
squealing fills the air. Seeing such a desolate
picture of the future Ulriika would want to end
her life. But this is not possible, because she is
outside of time. The others believe, or at least
hope, that the vision of future they saw is not,
predestinated to be the only possible, but that
people could still contribute to it not happening.
Their assurance helps Ulrikka in collecting
herself to the degree that they may move on.
They turn towards yesterday, more sharply than
before, and therefore they drift ever further to
the past.



6. kohtaus — Uni

As their journey is long, they stop to rest and
sleep. Just before falling asleep, somewhere in
between slumber and awakefulnes, Villehad
describes the surrounding landscape and fancies
that it could wake to life. After the steep has
come, the rocks and trees around begin to move
and to sound. Flowers, snowflakes and autamn
leaves dance. In the morning the journey goes
on. Again the travellers are not interested in the
plain plodders they meet. And when their
interest is awakened, they meet only horror and
war.

7th scene — Troy

The glimmer of light from the burning Troy
allures them to go nearer, to see the final
destruction of the town and to sense the grief of
survivors. Neither here do the travellers find the
answer they require. They get on the way still
further towards the past. Wanderer says a couple
of words about the oblivion that will be caused
by time.

8th scene — Night

In the darkest hour of night the travellers halt to
admire the starry sky.

9th scene — Ur

Also in the further past a destroyed town is
found. Wanderer is seen running away with
arson equipment. At the still smouldering ruins
of Ur Ningal and choir are bewailing their lot. In
the background, the Prophet’s voice is heard.

10th scene — Lost

As neither past nor future have given any help,
Terhi demands that they must solve the problem
themselves and find their way back to Pyymosa.
As by a miracle they find their way home in the
jungte of time and extent. They get help of a
song made for strayed people. Its questions are
answered by Magical voice leading them to the
right direction.
